The final balance must
be paid in full on or before June 11, 2010 for your child to remain enrolled. No child will be admitted into camps until the final balance is paid in full. Any
registration after June 11, 2010 must be paid in full at the time of any type of registration procedure.

We reserve the right to cancel or consolidate any camps which do not meet the minimum participation required. The deposit and a full refund will be issued

In the event that a participant cancels out of a camp, prior to June 11, 2010, a $10.00 processing fee is deducted and the balance will be refunded.

If a participant cancels out of a camp, after June 11, 2010, the $25.00 deposit per child, per session, per camp is Non-Refundable, and is deducted from the
amount of the refund. The remainder is refunded according to the schedule below. If there is an outstanding balance, the refund will be automatically ap-
plied to that balance and any remainder will become a household credit, which may be used towards future programs.
